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Building Dedicated in Honor of Community Activist Josiah Hill III
Sunday, February 20th, 2011, the office building located at 5018 NE 15th Avenue in Portland, OR will be named the official Josiah Hill III Building. 

Josiah Hill III was a much beloved community activist in the late nineties. As a board member of the Oregon chapter of the Physicians for Social Responsibility, and as a Physician Assistant in North and Northeast Portland, Josiah noticed an alarmingly high presence of lead poisoning in the area, especially in small children.  He then spearheaded a highly successful movement to provide children with free blood lead screenings for early diagnosis of lead poisoning. After Josiah suddenly passed away in October of 2000, his partners, friends, and volunteers founded the Josiah Hill III Clinic in his honor, to carry on his spirit and goals. 
Staff, Board Members, and community partners will come together on Sunday to dedicate the building in memory of Josiah Hill III.  Josiah’s widow Martha Carter-Balske will perform the ribbon cutting and a plaque commemorating Josiah’s achievements will be placed in the building’s front patio.
